2. Installing Rigging
Eyebolts into an
AMT Loudspeaker

Install two Rigging Eyebolts into the two
Eyebolt openings located on the top of
the AMT speaker and tighten securely.

IMPORTANT: Use shims as needed to
achieve proper alignment of the rigging
eyebolts. See below.
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SHIMS WITHIN +/- 22.5° OF SPEAKER CENTERLINE

AS INDICATED.

NOTE: Be sure that all hardware has been tightened securely. DO NOT over-tighten.

3. Hanging the Speaker

The configuration of the rigging cables or chains can be done in various ways depending on the
situation. This manual does not cover the rigging configurations, however the information
on the BACK PAGE is extremely important and must be adhered to when flying the speakers
